All owver the world, women are increasingly seen as capable of improving their
communities, More fmeporlantly, they are seen w2 essentinl bo the provess.

We've been saying it for years, but even the World Bank now acknowledges,
“Education for one woman equals education for an entive family. Health care for
one woman 15 health care for a family, A woman with financal security means a
family with financial security,” And we know strong families are the foundation
of thriving communities and prosperous nabions,

[ronically, as women's programs are becoming more accepted as "good
investments,” women's organizations overall are suffering a funding crisis.
Women are more than half the woeld's population, and yet only 3.6 % of government
development funding and less than 7% of philanthropic dollars go to women's
projects. {Asseciation fer Women's Rights in Development.)

[t's not that the resources don't exist. Worldwide, it is estimated that 52500 billion is
beang spent annually on weapons and war. At the same time, in the US, 3195 millon
was slashed from programs aimed at preventing domestic viclence. To realize a
better world for everyone, we should be making more, not less, money available
for women's ights.

We are grateful that vou have paned us in making women’s empowerment a high
pricrity. At Mary’s Pence, 100% of yvour donations go to support women's
projects because, despite many achievements, women still do not engoy the same
rights and privileges as men angivhere in the world.

As we review the accomplishments of last vear’s grantees in these pages, each
small success inspires us all to deeam big and accelerate our efforts to provide
rescurces, information and networking to women working for peace and justice
in the Americas.

[ am so aware of how we are all bound by cur common belief in the dignity of
every human being and cur willingness to sacrifice and work together to make a
place for others at the table. Thank you for standing in solidarity with the
women of Mary's Pence and with each othee.
